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General Provisions
 

 

1. Mission.  The mission of the Army Junior Reserve Officer’s Training Corps program is “to motivate young people to be better citizens.”  This lofty objective is accomplished through a comprehensive program that is designed to: 

 

a. Develop informed and responsible citizens. 

 

b. Develop leadership potential and patriotism. 

 

c. Strengthen cadet character through the teaching of values associated with a life of service. 

 

d. Promote an understanding of the historical role of citizen soldiers and their service and sacrifice to the Nation. 

 

e. Create a desire to successfully complete high school and graduate with  a diploma. 

 

2. Objectives.  The specific objectives of the JROTC Program are to: 

 
a. Develop leadership and patriotism. 

 

b. Develop informed and responsible citizens of character. 

 

c. Promote a historical understanding of the role of the citizen soldier in a Democratic society. 

 

d. Acquaint high school students with the technical requirements of the modern age. 

 

e. Develop the ability to logically arrange thoughts and communicate effectively, both orally and in writing. 

 

f. Develop knowledge of educational and vocational opportunities. 

 

g. Develop an appreciation of the value of physical and mental fitness. 

 

h. Develop the basic skills necessary to work effectively as a team member. 

 

i. Provide the motivation and the means to graduate from high school and continue their ongoing life education. 

 

j. Develop self-discipline, responsibility, and a positive response to constituted authority. 
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Activity Listing and Expectations
 
 
 
                While a newer program, the Everglades High School Army JROTC program is already one of the larger, more comprehensive, active, and organized programs in Broward County.  Everglades Army JROTC offers students a variety of challenging courses and after school activities that are designed to develop confidence, leadership, and teamwork.  Some of the activities are mandatory because they are directly connected to the classroom, while others are optional parts of the program.  

 

Army JROTC students are expected to attend all mandatory events and participate fully in the scheduled event.  A portion of each cadet’s classroom grade will be determined by attendance at, or absence from, each mandatory event.  All cadets are encouraged to participate in optional activities to expand their learning and develop additional friendships and associations with their fellow cadets.  Cadet involvement in optional activities positively affects a cadet’s future leadership positions and promotions within the overall program.

· Full descriptions of each team and club activity in the Everglades Army JROTC program are provided in the co-curricular section of this handbook. 

· While many competitions are within the county, there are several events which require overnight accommodations.  Parents/families are welcome and encouraged to accompany teams to these events serving as additional chaperones.                              
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Appearance and Personal Grooming
 
1. JROTC cadets are held to high standards of appearance and personal grooming while wearing the Army provided uniforms including the Class A, Class B, JROTC team apparel, and (PT) Physical Training attire, as well as, when not in uniform.  Proper uniform wear, hairstyles, and overall appearance will be in accordance with Army and Cadet Command regulations as indicated below.  Many types of hairstyles are acceptable, as long as they are neat and conservative.  Generally, it is expected that cadet hairstyles should be well groomed and neatly trimmed.  The length and bulk of the hair will not be excessive or present a ragged, unkempt appearance when in uniform.  Leaders will judge appropriateness of a particular hairstyle by the appearance of headgear when worn.  Hairstyles that do not allow cadets to wear the headgear properly are prohibited.  

 

a. Male Cadets. 

 

(1)      Male cadets will ensure that their hair style presents a tapered appearance and does not fall over the eyebrows or ears or touch the collar except for the closely cut hair at the back of the neck.  The block cut fullness in the back is permitted in moderate degree as long as the tapered look is maintained.  In all cases, the bulk or length of the hair will not interfere with the normal wear of military headgear.  Extreme, eccentric, or trendy hair colors, haircuts or hairstyles are not allowed when wearing the cadet uniform.  Hair colors that are not a “natural hair color” are not allowed while in uniform.  Applied hair colors that are prohibited include, but are not limited to purple, blue, pink, green, orange, bright (fire engine) red, and fluorescent or neon colors.  Styles that are lopsided or distinctly unbalanced are also prohibited.  Corn rows are also not permitted.

 

(2)      Sideburns will be neatly trimmed.  The base will not be flared and will be a clean-shaven, horizontal line.  Sideburns will not extend past the lowest part of the exterior ear opening.  No earrings are allowed while in uniform.  In addition, male cadets will not be allowed to display any type of jewelry on any visible part of their body while in uniform (examples: nose rings, lip/tongue rings, eyebrow rings).  Also no visible neck chains are allowed when in uniform.  

 

(3)      The face will be clean shaven.  Properly trimmed moustaches are permitted as long as they are neatly trimmed.  No portion of the moustache will cover the upper lip or extend sideways beyond a vertical line drawn upward from the corner of the mouth.   No beards, of any length or shape, are authorized while in uniform.   Those cadets with a religious prohibition to shaving must provide a letter from their religious leader specifically detailing the prohibition on official denominational letterhead.

 

(4)      Male cadets are prohibited from wearing cosmetics and nail polish when in uniform.

 

(5)      Tattoos or skin brands that are visible in a Class B uniform are prohibited.  Extremist tattoos or brands that are indecent, sexist, or racist are prohibited, regardless of the location on the body as they are prejudicial to good order and discipline within the JROTC program.

 

(6)      Either a personal wrist watch, ID bracelet, and one ring may be worn provided it is in good taste.  Religious medals may be worn under the tee shirt as long as they are not visible when wearing the uniform.

 

b. Female Cadets. 

 

(1)      Female cadets will ensure that their hair is neat and styled so that it may be worn under the uniform hat.  While in uniform, hair will not fall over the eyebrows or extend below the bottom edge of the collar.  Hairstyles will not interfere with proper wearing of military headgear. Hair colors that are not a “natural hair color” are not allowed while in uniform.  Applied hair colors that are prohibited include, but are not limited to purple, blue, pink, green, orange, bright (fire engine) red, and fluorescent or neon colors.  No extreme hairstyles are allowed while in uniform.  Styles that are lopsided or distinctly unbalanced are also prohibited.  Females may wear braids and corn rows as long as the braided style is conservative and contain no beads or ornaments.   Hair-holding devices are authorized only for the purpose of securing the hair, not for decorative purposes.  All hair restraints must be plain in style and of a color as close to the soldier’s natural hair color as possible or be clear.
 

(2)      Makeup (no extreme colors allowed) and nail polish are authorized, but will be in good taste.  Finger nails will be no longer than ¼ inch.  No designs are allowed on the nails and two tone or multicolor nail polish is not permitted.

 

(3)      Female cadets may wear one post or stud earring per ear no larger than ¼ inch in the lower lobe portion of their ear.  No other jewelry, nose rings, lip/tongue rings, and no other visible body piercing jewelry may be worn while in uniform.  

 

(4)      A personal wrist watch or ID bracelet and one ring may be worn, provided it is in good taste.  Religious medals may be worn under the blouse as long as they are not visible when wearing the uniform. 

 

(5)      Tattoos or skin brands that are visible in a Class B uniform are prohibited. Tattoos or brands that are extremist, indecent, sexist, or racist are prohibited, regardless of location on the body as they are prejudicial to good order and discipline within the JROTC program. 

 

 

2.  Cadets who fail to comply with the uniform and appearance policy will be counseled by their instructor to ensure that they understand the personal appearance requirements when wearing the uniform.  Those who continue to violate the uniform and appearance policy for three formal uniform inspections will be required to turn in their uniform and forfeit their cadet standing (including rank and leadership position) in the Gator Battalion.  They will not be considered for promotion or awards.  They may, however, be allowed to receive the educational benefits of the program and earn course credit provided they are recommended by their instructor, meet all other course requirements, and are approved for “Participating Student” status by the SAI.
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Appointments, Promotions, and Demotions
 

1.  Selections for appointments to Cadet rank will be based on a careful review of Cadet records.  The Cadet(s) selected shall be the best qualified taking into consideration leadership ability, academic and military proficiency, appearance and bearing combined with character qualifications, as well as extracurricular activities and relative class standing.

 

                a.  When Cadets are appointed to a rank, the SAI will select an  appropriate time and place to administer the following oath of acceptance:

 

 

                "I, (full name), do solemnly swear (or affirm), that I will support the Junior Reserve Officers Training Program, of the United States Armed Services and my school; that I will bear true faith and allegiance to the same, and that I will obey the orders of the military Instructors, and the orders of the cadet officers appointed over me.  So help me God."(Optional)
 

                b.  Promotion is a command responsibility.  Therefore, Cadet leaders at all levels will be involved in this highly important undertaking.

 

c.  Recommendations for promotion are made through the Cadet chain-of-command through the Army Instructor to the Senior Army Instructor for final approval.  Cadets must pass the appropriate rank Test to be recommended for advancement.  For example, a squad leader in the first platoon wishes to recommend one of his or her Cadets for promotion to Corporal.  The squad leader forwards a written recommendation to the platoon sergeant that is endorsed and forwarded to the platoon leader.  The platoon leader adds an endorsement and forwards it to the company commander. The company commander also concurs and processes the recommendation through the Battalion Commander to the AI and on to the SAI for final approval.

 

d.  Once a cadet has served in a higher position for a minimum of six weeks the Cadet is eligible for official promotion and appointments are announced in unit orders published by the Battalion S -1.  Once duly appointed, Cadets retain that rank so long as they are in the JROTC Program unless promoted or demoted by unit orders.

 

2.        Demotions and/or removal from leadership positions may result from inefficiency, suspension,
misbehavior, personal shortcomings, or any other failure which, upon being investigated, is deemed to be so detrimental as to warrant demotion/removal.  Recommendations for demotion and or removal from a leadership position follow the same chain-of-command and procedure as recommendations for promotion.  All such decisions will be determined by the SAI.
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Awards and Decorations
 
The Army JROTC program provides cadets with a wide variety of opportunities to achieve and excel.  Special awards and decorations are made to cadets who distinguish themselves in academics, JROTC activities, and extra curricular programs.   A complete listing of all awards and decorations is provided at Appendix C.
 
Bulletin Boards and Official Notices
 

Official notices, including the Weekly Training Schedule and the Weekly Bulletin, are posted on the Cadet bulletin boards.  The precise locations of the bulletin boards in the JROTC Department shall be pointed out during the first week of school.

 

Thereafter, Cadets are responsible for reading and complying, when appropriate, with all information posted on the bulletin board and for any other notices received through school channels.  Before placing notices on the JROTC bulletin boards, all Cadets will obtain approval from the Army Instructor responsible for maintaining that board.

 

Cadet Creed
 

All JROTC cadets and students are expected to maintain high standards of personal conduct in and out of school.  The JROTC instructors at Everglades High School challenge every cadet to “Live the Creed and Be the Creed.”  Our classroom grading policy is designed to measure the key components of the creed.  The Cadet Creed challenges every JROTC student to be and do their best.  Here is the Cadet Creed:
 
I am an Army Junior ROTC Cadet.  I will always conduct myself to bring 
credit to my family, country, school and the Corps of Cadets.
 
I am loyal and patriotic.  I am the future of the United States of America.
 
I do not lie, cheat or steal and will always be accountable
for my actions and deeds.
 
I will always practice good citizenship and patriotism.
 
I will work hard to improve my mind and strengthen my body.
 
I will seek the mantle of leadership and stand prepared to
uphold the Constitution and the American way of life.
 
May I always have the strength to always live by this creed.
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Cadet Enrollment, Progression, and Disenrollment
 

1. General Conditions for Enrollment: To be eligible for enrollment and continue as a member of the JROTC Program, each participant must meet the following requirements:

 

a.   Citizenship.  Must be a U.S. citizen or resident alien.

 

b.  School Status.  Must be a regularly enrolled student at Everglades High

School.

 

c.  Academic Standing.  Must maintain an acceptable standard of  academic standing that warrants at least normal progression and will merit graduation upon completion of all requirements.

 

                d.   Conduct and Character.  Must maintain an acceptable standard of conduct and be of good moral character and integrity; must be honest and self-reliant, with a sense of responsibility in the performance of this course and other academic assignments.  JROTC students are expected to exhibit self-discipline and responsiveness to constituted authority through the observance of laws, rules, and regulations.  Cadets must be prompt and regular in attendance at instruction; and must demonstrate a positive general demeanor.

 

d.       Legal Status.  Must not have been convicted by a civil court or received an

adjudication as a juvenile offender by a civil court for other than a minor traffic offense or minor non-traffic offense (unless granted a waiver by the Commander, ROTC Region as a prerequisite for enrollment or continuation as a member).

 

f.         Physical Condition.  The student must be physically qualified to participate

fully in the physical education program in the school.  As an exception to this requirement under the school’s open enrollment policy, and when desired by the principal, students who are ineligible for membership as regular Junior ROTC students may enroll as special JROTC students.

 

2. Course Progression:  Students who enroll in the JROTC program as freshman must enroll in Leadership, Education and Training (LET) level 1 classes.  In order to take the next higher LET class, the student must pass each course and make appropriate progress in the rest of their academic classes.  The normal progression for JROTC students is listed below:

 

                a.  Freshman                          LET-1            Introduction to Leadership Development

                b. Sophomore                      LET-2            Intermediate Leadership Development

                c.  Junior                                LET-3           Applied Leadership Education and Training

                d.  Senior                               LET-4           Advanced Leadership Education and Training

 

Sophomores, Juniors, and Seniors who do not enter the JROTC program as a Freshman must enroll in LET-1 when they start the program. 

 

2.        JROTC Program Status.  The following descriptions define students that can participate in JROTC training at Everglades High School.  The terms and constraints are derived from Army Regulation 145-2, JROTC Organization, Administration, Operation, and Support and U.S. Army Cadet Command Regulation 145-2.

 

 Junior ROTC Cadet.  A properly enrolled student at the high school level who attends LET courses and fully complies with all aspects of the training program (Including proper wear of the uniform, participation in fitness activities, lab, and all mandatory and special events).
 

Participating Student.  A properly enrolled student who fails to meet one or more of the requirements to be a Junior ROTC cadet (e.g. Participating students may be resistant to wearing the uniform or participating in fitness activities).  These individuals may be allowed to participate in Junior ROTC training on a case by case basis as approved by the Senior Army Instructor.  Participating students will not wear the JROTC uniform and will not be allowed to participate in any optional cadet activity.  However, they will be expected to complete all aspects of the academic program and attend all mandatory JROTC events and participate as directed by the JROTC staff.

 

 Contracted Cadet.  Contracting is designed to allow for cadet participation in JROTC leadership classes as well as meet other individual academic requirements.  Cadet’s parents and guidance counselor must participate as a signatory’s on the contract.  All JROTC LET 3 & 4 cadet are eligible to contract.  LET 2 cadets may contract under unusual circumstances, while LET 1 cadets are expected to be enrolled the entire school year.  Contracted students agree to enroll in JROTC the first term of the academic year and participate during the second term in accordance with the following criteria:

 

a.        Retain and wear, in accordance with established procedures, the issued U.S. Army ROTC uniform on directed uniform days/occasions.

b.       Report to designated JROTC Instructor on uniform wear occasions for inspection.

c.        Participate satisfactorily in at least one extracurricular activity, such as, Drill Team, Color Guard, Marksmanship Team , or other activity as negotiated with the Senior Army Instructor.

d.       Agree that previously awarded rank is subject to change if second term participation is unsatisfactory.

 

 

3.        Disenrollment.  Cadets who fail to comply with the program requirements may be disenrolled, or excluded from the program as appropriate, by the Senior Army Instructor.  In all cases, a cadet will be considered for disenrollment when he or she:

 

a.  Withdraws from school.

b.  Demonstrates ineptitude for leadership training as indicated by a lack of general adaptability to program requirements.

c.  Fails to keep an acceptable standard of academic achievement, conduct, appearance, or attendance.

d.  Exhibits undesirable character traits, such as:

(1)     Lying, cheating, or stealing.

(2)     Unauthorized possession or use of illegal drugs or substances.

(3)     Conviction or adjudication as a juvenile offender for committing an offense that could lead to imprisonment.

(4)     Frequent incidents of a discreditable nature with civil or school authorities or other similar acts.

e.  Fails to maintain a requirement for enrollment.

f.   Exhibits an indifference to and lack of interest in leadership training as demonstrated by:

(1) Frequent absences from class, drill, lab, or mandatory events.

(1)     An established pattern of shirking responsibility or other similar acts.

g.  Unauthorized wear of the cadet uniform that discredits the JROTC program or the United States 

     Army.

 

Cadets may be disenrolled for other reasons depending on the circumstances and the decision of the Senior Army Instructor.
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Cadet Responsibilities
 

All Cadet officers and noncommissioned officers are responsible to each other and to the Senior Army Instructor and to the Army Instructors for the following:

 

                a.  Setting the example for all Cadets by high standards of integrity, professional knowledge, conduct and courtesy, physical fitness, and personal appearance.          

 

b.  Teach and practice character development and good citizenship.

 

                c.  Make on the spot corrections of violations.

 

                d.  Maintain strong discipline and take the initiative for ensuring that tasks are done correctly and in a timely manner.

 

                e.  When assigned a task, plan ahead, prepare and complete the task with enthusiasm and concern.  Be proactive as well as productive.

 

                f.  Make constant checks to see that Cadets are maintaining their uniforms and equipment properly and are practicing supply economy.

 

d.       Keep Cadets informed of what is going on and why.  Make sure they are aware of objectives and solicit their opinion when appropriate.

 

                h.  Delegate duties and functions to subordinate Cadets commensurate with their rank and position.  Ensure that every assigned task is understood, supervised, and accomplished to standard.  Openly praise Cadets who do a good job; privately critique those who perform below standards.

 

                i.  Guard against being overbearing or using abusive or profane language toward                 Cadets.  Prohibit the use of such actions and language among Cadets.

 

                j.  Do not criticize faculty or administration.

 

                k.  Promote and enthusiastically participate in school and community activities.

 

                l.  Cooperate with each other; take pride in helping each other excel.

 

Make our Corps of Cadets and our school the best - promote esprit de corps.
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Co-curricular Activities
 
1.  While not a requirement for successful completion of JROTC, extracurricular activities are an important part of our overall program.  After-school activities give students the opportunity to be productive members of a group and to develop teamwork and leadership skills needed later in life.

 

2.  Some extracurricular activities include attendance at Everglades LET 1 Leadership camp,  JROTC Summer Leadership Camp, marching in local parades, or taking part in various fund raising activities.  Cadets may also participate in competitive extracurricular activities such as the Color Guard, Drill Team, Raider Team or Rifle Team.  All the competitive teams practice after school several days each week during their season.  On average, each team competes in approximately 8 to 10 events each year.  Competitions may require the team to depart on Friday and not return until Saturday or sometimes Sunday.  Both males and females may participate in all JROTC extracurricular activities.  All activities will have the mandated male/female chaperone ratio according to Broward School Board policy.

 

a.   The Color Guard is a special organization that represents the Gator Battalion by ceremonially presenting the Colors (National Flag) at school and community events. They appear at football games, basketball games, community parades, and special functions hosted by Everglades High School and community organizations.

 

b. The Color Guard Team participates in competitions throughout the county, state, as well as the national competition held annually in Daytona Beach, Florida. The teams are graded for precision, synchronization and accuracy of movement during a prescribed color guard program.

 

c.  The Drill Team is a special team, which represents the Gator battalion, marching as a unit during school and community events. They participate in competitions throughout the county, state, as well as the national competition held annually in Daytona Beach, Florida. The drill teams are graded for precision, synchronization and accuracy of movement with or with M-1 rifles during a prescribed drill routine.

 

d.  The Rifle Team trains for and competes in air rifle matches against other JROTC units (all services) and independent high schools in Broward County, throughout the state of Florida and nationally.  Individual team members, as well as the entire team, are eligible to progress through state and national level and international competitions.  Matches are fired both as live (shoulder to shoulder) and through the postal (mail in) competitions. The team consists of male and female shooters who are trained to fire precision air rifles at 10 meters identical to the Olympic air rifle competitions.  The best shooters may qualify for a collegiate scholarship or a berth on the U.S. Junior Olympic Development Team or the U.S. Olympic Team.

 

e.  The Raider Team  trains for and competes in physical fitness competitions as well as, orienteering, engineering, and leadership obstacle courses.  These members are challenged both physically and mentally against other schools within the county and state.  The team consists of male and female cadets who are highly motivated, dedicated, and serve as role models for the Corps.  All Raider Team members must be an active member of at least one competing drill team.
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Command and Staff
 

1.  Authority to exercise command within the JROTC unit is vested in the Cadet officers and noncommissioned officers.  They establish and uphold the standards of performance.

 

                a.  Cadet officers:

 

                                1) Cadet officers will normally be junior or senior level Cadets who have clearly demonstrated their competence and leadership ability as Cadet NCOs.  They must be qualified to assist the JROTC instructors and to act as instructors in any JROTC duty or class.

 

                                2) Cadets lower in grade are required to receive and obey lawful orders from Cadet officers.
 

                                3) Cadet officers who fail to comply with school and JROTC rules and regulations or who passively allow other Cadets to violate rules or regulations may be reduced and/or dismissed from their appointment. 

 

                b.  Cadet noncommissioned officers:

 

                                1) Cadets NCOs are assistants to the JROTC instructors and Cadet officers appointed over them.

 

                                2) All legitimate orders of Cadet NCOs must be obeyed by those of lower grade.
 

                                3)  Cadet NCOs who fail to discharge their responsibilities or report misconduct or infractions of the rules and regulations may be reduced one or more grades as appropriate.

 

2.  Normally the responsibilities of Cadet officers and NCOs cease when they leave the school grounds. However, they are authorized and expected to enforce standards pertaining to the proper wear of the JROTC uniform off the school grounds.
 

 

3.        All Cadet officers and NCOs will be responsible to the SAI and AI’s for the appearance, discipline, and efficiency of their respective elements.  The Company Commander and First Sergeant will conduct regular Officer or NCO calls as required.

 

4.        Command and staff duties may be rotated during the early part of each school year before permanent duty assignments are made.

 

 

 

Conduct and Military Courtesy
 

1.  While in uniform, all Cadets are expected to conduct themselves at all times, both on and off the school grounds, in a manner which will reflect credit on the uniform they are wearing.  In addition, all cadets are expected to comply with all discipline policies outlined in the Everglades High School Student Handbook during all JROTC activities and events.

 

2.  Courtesy is nothing more than good manners and politeness in dealing with other people.  The only distinctions between military and civilian courtesy are the forms of courtesy that have become customs and traditions of the service.

 

3.        Cadets and participating students will receive instruction in military courtesy in their classes and will be expected to address their instructors and all adults in the school in the proper manner.
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Course and Program Organization
 

1.  The Everglades High School Junior ROTC Department is organized under the authority of Sections 40 to 47c, National Defense Act of 1916, as amended and under the provision of the ROTC Vitalization Act of 1964 as amended by Public Law 93165, 1973.  The Senior Army Instructor (SAI) is responsible for implementation of the program, as well as directing and supervising all Army JROTC activities for Everglades High School.

 

2.        The Everglades High School Army JROTC program provides a structured classroom environment that devotes a large percentage of time to “learn by doing” activities.  In addition, one day per week is normally devoted to practice in drill and ceremony, and inspections, especially in the early part of the school year and before organizational parades and special ceremonies.  On average, one day per week is devoted in part to some physical training /individual fitness activities.  These sessions are designed to improve the student’s overall health and develop confidence in their ability to perform physical tasks. 

 

3.        The coursework in JROTC is divided into four Leadership, Education, and Training (LET) levels that correspond to the four years of high school.  All four levels consist of several sub-courses that are built around the following areas:

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Credit Toward Graduation 
 

1.  Students enrolled in JROTC are evaluated in accordance with the Everglades High School guidelines and policies.

 

2.  Credits for satisfactory completion of JROTC training is as follows:

 

                a.  One elective credit in leadership for each semester.

 

                b.  Waiver of physical education graduation requirement

 

                c.  Additionally, all cadets may satisfy their 40 hour community service graduation requirement.

 

d.  Successful performance as a JROTC cadet may be used to enter Senior ROTC, in college, at an advanced level or earn advanced rank upon joining any military service.

 

                e.  JROTC credits may be used to satisfy college and university entrance requirements at those institutions honoring credits in military science.

 

 

 

Discipline & Self-Discipline
 

1.  Discipline comes from a Latin word that means learning, and the dictionary defines it as "training which corrects, molds, strengthens, or perfects." While you were growing up you learned to obey those adults responsible for you and your teachers.  They taught you respect for the rights of others and the laws of your country.  That was discipline.

 

2.        Self-discipline is an outward manifestation of mental attitude and state of training and personal 

readiness that renders obedience and proper conduct instinctive under all conditions.  It is founded upon respect for and loyalty to properly constituted authority.  It is our belief that discipline and self-discipline are different than punishment.

 

3.  Self-discipline means that you are responsible, dependable, and in control of your behaviors and actions.  It also means that you are learning to obey promptly and cheerfully, the orders of your leaders so that even in their absence you will observe established rules and conduct yourselves properly.

 

4.  In training, your leaders will insist on perfection in what may seem to be minor details (cleanliness, haircuts, shoeshine, marching, wearing of the uniform).  Your performance will be expected to be of the highest standards on and off the school grounds.  You will be expected to conduct yourself at all times in a manner that will reflect credit upon yourself, your parents, your unit, your school, and the United States Army JROTC Program.

 

5.  When necessary, the following means will be used to supplement any Everglades High School regulations and policies to enforce discipline and standards within the Corps of Cadets:

 

a. Loss of Cadet privileges.

 

                b. Reduction in rank/grade.

 

                c. Loss of cadet status and placement in a “Participating Student” status.

 

d. Suspension or dismissal from the JROTC Program on the recommendation of the SAI.
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Fund Raising
 
Fund raising activities in JROTC provide goods and services that supplement the educational, curricular, and co-curricular activities of the program.  Cadet participation in all fund raising activities is voluntary.  No grade in any JROTC course will be affected by a cadet’s participation or non-participation in a fund raising activity.  Cadets who do not participate in fund raising activities shall not be penalized or discriminated against.  In addition, cadets will not participate in door-to-door sales activities. Cadets are prohibited from wearing the JROTC cadet uniform while performing fund raising activities. 
 

Grading System
 
1. The JROTC grading system is designed to measure a student’s ability to master academic material as well as live the Cadet Creed through demonstrated citizenship, appearance, duty performance, initiative, and leadership.  The academic grade for each class is determined through an evaluation system that is made up of five different components.   Each of the five parts of the system makes up a portion of the overall grade that is earned at the end of each marking period. The grading system is further defined by grade level – LET-1 and LET-2  (normally Freshman and Sophomores) and LET-3 and LET-4 (normally Juniors and Seniors).  The specific expectations for each group of students are different, but the areas listed below comprise our evaluation system for JROTC Cadets and Participating Students.

3.        Each instructor will publish a detailed explanation of their class grading policy and how they determine grades within the frame work of the grading system outlined above.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Inspections
 
1.  Weekly inspections will be conducted in accordance with the Gator Battalion Training Schedule to ensure that high standards of personal appearance are being maintained and to enable the JROTC staff to observe the condition of uniforms and equipment.  Other inspections will be conducted in conjunction with formal inspections from higher headquarters and mandatory events that are scheduled throughout the year.  Weekly inspections are graded events that count towards a cadet’s academic grade.
 

Periodic inspections (formal and informal) and /or visits will be made throughout the school year by representatives of Cadet Command, ROTC Region, 6th Brigade.  Cadets must be extremely careful in preparing for these inspections since the results determine the rating the EHS JROTC unit is awarded

JROTC Cadet Summer Leadership Camp
 

During the summer break each year, a leadership camp is conducted.  Cadets who want to participate may volunteer for consideration to attend this one-week summer encampment at an Army or other suitable installation/location.  The criteria for attendance is:

 

                a.  Be recommended by your primary Instructor.

                

                b.  Be approved by the SAI.

 

                c.  Have demonstrated good leadership and discipline.

 

                   d.  Satisfy the physical fitness, administrative, and parent release/consent requirements to attend.

 

   e.  Be in good academic standing and not required to attend summer school.

 

f.  Passed the FCAT exam.

 
Orders
 

1.  Orders may be oral or written.  They will, in some cases, be sent to classrooms or to the field by orderlies in the form of notices or announcements.

 

2.  Cadets should obey orders from the staff and faculty, as well as those Cadet officers and NCOs who rank higher than those to whom the order is directed.

 

3.  If every subordinate were to question the fairness, justice, propriety or wisdom of orders received from any authorized source, there would be no discipline and the JROTC unit would degenerate into chaos.  Remember all Cadets are expected to obey legitimate orders first and, if aggrieved, make their complaint to the chain-of-command afterward.

 

4.  Delayed compliance with an order is not acceptable.  Cadets and participating students who consistently fail to follow orders in class or at other JROTC activities will be subject to disciplinary action and possible dismissal from the program.

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Social Activities
 

The Corps of Cadets plans and conducts various types of social activities each year.  Planning for and conducting these activities is another excellent training vehicle for Cadets.  The most popular social activities are:

 

a.        JROTC Military Ball: encourages practice of social graces, proper dress and decorum, and 

       protocol.

 

Gator Battalion Dining-in:  a closed formal dining event to enhance the espirit de corps and build on the classroom lessons of teamwork, social interaction, and mission focus.

 

JROTC Formal Awards Ceremony: another activity that stresses planning and organization.  Cadets receive awards for outstanding academic performance, leadership, and physical fitness achievement throughout the year. 

 

 

 

Training Certificate (DA Form 134)
 

A Military Training Certificate, Reserve Officers' Training Corps (DA Form 134) indicating the portion of Army JROTC training successfully completed will be given to each Cadet upon the successful conclusion of JROTC training, provided such termination was under honorable conditions for reasons other than failure and the Cadet has completed one year of instruction.  Certificates will be signed by the SAI and therefore will be of value to the Cadet in applying for entry into military service (if otherwise qualified and recommended by the SAI, Cadets completing two years or more of JROTC training are eligible to enter the active or reserve forces at an advanced rank or receive advance placement in the Senior ROTC college Program).

 
Transfer Students
 
Students who come from another JROTC program will be placed in an LET level appropriate to their experience.  Their cadet rank for the Everglades High School JROTC program will be based upon an evaluation over a minimum of six school weeks before a permanent rank is assigned.  The rank may not necessarily be the rank held at the student’s previous school. 

 
 
Uniforms and Equipment
 

1.  The uniform of the United States Army is more than a suit of clothes.  It is a symbol of honor, tradition, and sacrifice.  It is to be worn in accordance with Army Cadet Command regulations.  Smart appearance and proper conduct of a Cadet in uniform is an indication of self-respect, discipline, pride, alertness, and loyalty to one's school, unit, and country.

 

2. Each enrolled Cadet will be issued uniforms and accoutrements in accordance with current guidelines of the U. S. Army Cadet Command.  Uniforms will normally be worn on Wednesdays and weekly uniform inspections will be conducted and scored according to the Everglades Battalion Inspection Criteria.  (See Appendix B for inspection criteria and guidelines for the correct wear of the JROTC Cadet uniform).  All weekly inspection results will be recorded and counted toward each cadet’s classroom grade.   Cadets must remain in the complete uniform for the entire day to receive credit for the inspection.  This applies to movement to and from school.
 

3.  Any issued uniform items or equipment damaged through carelessness or neglect on the part of the Cadet or not returned when required must be paid for at the current replacement cost.  Cadets who fail to pay for damaged uniforms or who fail to return their uniform when required will have a “financial hold’ placed on their EHS student record that will prevent them from registering for classes or graduating depending on the cadet’s academic standing.

 

a. The costs of cleaning, laundry, and normal maintenance of uniforms and equipment while in the possession of the Cadet will be borne by the Cadet.  All uniform items have care and cleaning instruction labels and must be cleaned or laundered in accordance with these instructions.  The only exceptions are that the Class A uniform coat and trousers must be dry cleaned.  The frequency of dry cleaning depends on the care with which they are worn.
 

                b. Shirts and blouses are the "wash and wear" type, however, they may require touching up with a warm iron.  They should be washed after each wearing.
 

                c. Brass insignia must be polished prior to each wear.  If brass is left on the uniform and tarnishes, it may damage the material.  In these cases, the Cadet will be required to pay for a replacement item at current Military Clothing Sales Store prices.

 

b.       Uniforms will not be altered without the permission of the JROTC Instructional Staff.

 

4. JROTC Cadets are prohibited from wearing the Cadet (Army issued) uniform in the following situations:

 

a. In connection with the furtherance of any political or commercial interests, or when engaged in off-duty civilian employment.

 

b. When participating in public speeches, interviews, picket lines, marches, rallies, or public demonstrations, except as authorized by the Commander, U. S. Army Cadet Command.

 

c. When attending any meeting or event that is a function of, or is sponsored by, an extremist organization.

 

d. When wearing the uniform would bring discredit upon the Army.

 

e. When specifically prohibited by Army regulations.

 

f.  Cadets who knowingly wear their uniform in contravention to the policies of this document will be disenrolled from the Everglades High School Army JROTC program.
 

 

 

5.  The Battle Dress Uniform (BDU) will only be worn by students who are selected for attendance at the annual summer camp. Cadets are not allowed to wear the BDU at any JROTC activity or event unless expressly authorized to do so by the SAI. 

 

6.  Remember that you are judged by your appearance. The way you look in your uniform reflects credit or discredit upon you.  Here are some additional guidelines for the proper wear of the JROTC cadet uniform.

 

a.   No portion of the uniform is ever worn as part of civilian attire including the shoes.
 

                b.  Mixed items of the uniform will not be worn except as directed by the SAI/AI.

 

c.  No article of outer civilian clothing will be worn with the uniform except in            

inclement weather or at the direction of the SAI/AI.

 

                d.  Keep the coat, shirt, and pockets buttoned and wear the cap when outside.

 

                e.  Do not loosen the tie.  The top button will be unbuttoned when the tie or neck tab is removed.  

f.  Wear the Garrison Cap properly. The Garrison Gap is worn with the front vertical crease of the cap centered on the forehead and in a straight line with the nose.  The cap will be tilted slightly to the right, but in no case will the side of the cap rest on the top of the ear.  The cap will be placed on the head in such a manner that the front and rear vertical creases and top edge of the crown form unbroken lines in silhouette.  The crown of the cap will not be crushed or shaped to form peaks at the top front and top rear of the cap.  No hair will show from under the front of the cap.

 

                g.  Trousers and slacks will be long enough to completely hide your socks when                       standing.  When wearing the dress uniform (class A or B), males will wear the belt so the tip is to their left.  Females will wear the belt so the tip faces the right.
 

h.  Shoes will be cleaned.  The edge of the sole and heel will be black and free of dirt.

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Appendix B – Inspection  Criteria & Weekly Inspection Record
 
The uniform wear and appearance standards of all Everglades High School JROTC Cadets will be inspected each week by JROTC staff members or upper level cadet leaders.  Uniform and appearance inspections will focus on twelve primary areas.  Failure to wear the complete uniform properly for the entire day will result in the grade of zero for the inspection.
